We have scheduled the Lyme Disease –Tick Control Informational Meeting for Saturday April 30th 10 AM at the Butler Island Marina off St. Albans Bay.  We are hoping for good weather and a good representation of interested people.  The meeting is open to the public so any interested guests can attend.  You don’t have to be from Butler Island to participate.

So where is the Butler Island Marina?  I’ll try to explain, but as a back up you can go to the Google maps and zero in on St. Albans Bay, Hathaway Point Road, West Shore Road and Fonda Lane.  The Butler Island Marina is your first left off Fonda Lane.
Into St. Albans from the North or South:

· Take Exit 19 off I-89 and go straight through the lights to RT 7

· Go North on RT 7 (right turn) to Taylor Park. (Good luck, there isn’t a sign saying Taylor Park, but you’ll know it when you see it)

· Turn left at the Taylor Park traffic lights onto RT 36 (west)

· Follow RT 36 to St. Albans Bay. (Sorry, probably no sign again.  You’ll see the Lake or you’ll drive off the end of the dock)
· RT 36 turns right (before you hit the dock) Follow 36 past the St Albans Bay Park, through the swamp (you don’t have to hold your nose in April) and over Black Bridge. (I think the bridge is painted green now.  It’s hard to change history.)

· Just over the green Black Bridge the road forks.  Turn left at the fork onto Hathaway Point Road. (You may be in luck here with signs pointing towards Kamp Kill Kare State Park. The correct fork follows the lake)

· About 2 miles out Hathaway Point Road you’ll see the State Fishing Access on the left and parking on the right (with signs).  Just past the parking lot you’ll see West Shore Road on your right.  Take that road. (Please travel slow.  We want to keep the natives happy.)
· Next look for Fonda Lane.  It will be your third right.  

· Take Fonda Lane into the Butler Island Marina.  The marina will be on your left.
· We’ll have someone directing you to a good place to park.

Going to the Marina from the east or west of Swanton.

· Take RT 78 to the junction of RT 36.  (From Swanton Village it is a left onto RT 36 just over the bridge.  From Alburg it is straight ahead onto RT 36 just past Swanton Lumber.)
· In any event, get onto RT 36.

· RT 36 takes a sharp right onto Lake Road, about 100 yards after you get onto RT 36.

· Follow RT 36 to ST. Albans Bay.  (It’s a long drive so try to enjoy yourself without panicking that you have missed a turn.)

· Along RT 36 you’ll pass roads with names like Janes Road (on your left), Newton Road (on your left), Samson Road (on your right), Lapan Bay Road (on your right)  Pay attention now because you’re getting close to Hathaway Point Road and that is where you want to turn right.   

· CAUTION: Don’t cross Black Bridge (which I’m still thinking is painted green). Instead, take a sharp right onto Hathaway Point Road.  I think you’ll see signs pointing to Kamp Kill Kare.  If you did this right the lake will be on your left.)

· About 2 miles out Hathaway Point Road you’ll see a State Fishing Access on the left and parking on the right.  Just past the parking lot you’ll see West Shore Road on your right.  Take that road. (Please travel slow.  We want to keep the natives happy.)

· Next look for Fonda Lane.  It will be your third right.  

· Take Fonda Lane into the Butler Island Marina.  The marina will be on your left.

· We’ll have someone directing you to a good place to park.

Going to the Marina by boat:
· The marina is located between Kamp Kill Kare and Lapan Bay.

· From the north you’ll see a blue/grey colored camp and the marina opening is just to the south of the camp.

· The land takes a little dog leg to the west at the mouth of the marina.  

· As you approach the marina enter from the north, parallel to the shore. 

· You’ll see a brown log cabin with (I think) a green roof). Go in towards the cabin to about 200 ft off shore.

· Turn right and follow the shore line entering the marina’s mouth at about a 45 degree angle.  (If you screw up you could be well on your way to “La Ding Champion Aware” or the “I’ve Had a Bad Day Award” and there will be a lot of people there to judge the merits of your effort.)
· Park at any dock.  We’ll tell you to move your boat if you took someone important’s slip.

I like coffee and donuts, so if you bring something I’ll help you eat and drink.  See you there and bring an interested friend or two.
